Known as Tenedos in ancient times, the island of 

Bozcaada now boasts a namesake resort-style town that the hilltop castle 

dominates. Built during the reign of Ottoman sultan Mehmet II, the castle still 

looks impenetrable. While exploring its interior, you will have the 

opportunity to walk the ramparts atop the stone walls, affording you 

panoramic views of the marina and Bozcaada’s delightful town center. 

After descending into the downtown, you will likely stroll the 

pedestrian-friendly street that divides the Turkish district from the Greek 

district. The former features cobblestoned lanes, while the latter district 

was laid out in a grid pattern. In time, you will pause for a glass of locally 

produced wine such as karalahna and then be free to explore further on 

your own.
